Emergency Contingency Plan for all Elections 

The Town of Farmington shall adopt the following procedures for use in the event of an emergency on any day when a voting event is taking place in Farmington CT.

I. Moderators will immediately contact the Registrar of Voters and communicate the time and type emergency that has occurred.
A.  A Moderators Notebook, at every voting event, shall include an up-to-date list of telephone numbers of all polling places and their staff as well as the Registrar’s office and current personal cell phone numbers.

1. This list will also include telephone numbers of all facility maintenance workers of such buildings being utilized as polls.  

2. This list will also include telephone numbers of direct lines to local fire and police stations. 

B. The Moderators Notebook shall include a copy of this emergency contingency plan.
The Registrars shall jointly determine the action to be taken, as soon as possible, to ensure the continuance of the orderly process of voting.

The Registrars shall use the following guide to decide the action to be implemented.

If a Moderator in consultation with the Registrars deem there to be an emergency in the polling place, the Moderator is to evacuate all parties, including the voting public, from the building via any and all exits posted and available. The Registrar will call 911 and/or appropriate safety personnel to address the emergency issue. The Moderator will co-ordinate with the Assistant Registrar on duty, for the secure removal of the Tabulator and the official voter check in lists from the polls. The Moderator shall retain personal possession of the tabulator and check in lists.
All Farmington polling places are sufficiently staffed to accommodate replacement of an absent or ill poll worker.
The Town Hall Lobby, Police Dept Training Room, Council Chambers, and/or a Public Library may be designated as a substitute emergency polling place if any poll becomes unavailable or unsafe. 
In the event of a power failure, the back-up pre charged battery pack may support ballot voting in the scanner. If the back-up battery fails, voting may continue by inserting voted ballots in the side bin slot on the left side of every ballot box. These ballots will be hand counted at the end of the day.
Registrars are to retain in their office a small number of ballots for each poll to accommodate the printing of paper ballots when needed. The Moderator must notify the Registrars of a pending shortage of ballots to allow for the printing of paper ballots. The Registrars must immediately facilitate the secure transport of paper ballots to the poll.
If the HAVA (IVS) voting system fails, manual assistance may be given to any voter requesting such assistance.

In any and all power failures during a voting event, the Moderator is to make every effort to continue the voting process. If conditions warrant, the polling place may be moved to a pre-approved replacement site. 
A disturbance of any kind in or around a polling place, that cannot be resolved by the Moderator, must be reported to and disposed of by calling local police @ 911 (emergency services).

 This Emergency Contingency Plan for all Elections will supplement the current Town of Farmington’s Emergency Operations Plan.
